How to get there?

Limited parking is available at the Urban Brisbane for a special rate of $5.00 per day.  Please inform hotel staff that you are with the Queensland Shelter event to ensure you receive the special rate. Queensland Shelter or Urban Brisbane is not able to guarantee availability of a car park.

From Roma St Station: The Urban Brisbane is centrally located, and is only a short walk (15 minutes) from Roma St Station and the Brisbane Transit Centre.   To walk from Roma St it would take delegates up to 15 minutes. Please note that it is an uphill walk to the hotel from here and may not be appropriate for some delegates.  It is also not a particularly easy navigation through the parklands, but with perseverance can be done!
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From the City:  The Urban Brisbane is located 0.8km (walking distance) from Brisbane’s city centre.  There is also the Spring Hill loop which travels through Edward and Queens Streets, and stops directly outside the hotel. 
The Spring Hill loop is free of charge and leaves every ten minutes.
